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D OWN THE DRAIN: A 
firefighter is lowered on 

ropes into a storm drain 
opening in the Mesa Vista 
subdivision as part of a 
confined space rescue 
training exercise last 
week. The rescue team was 
made up of Fort Mojave 
Mesa Fire Department and 
Bullhead City Fire 
Department firefighters, as 
well as one firefighter from 
the Lake Havasu City Fire 
Department.  
    The hypothetical scenario 
is all too likely in area 
subdivisions, but an all-
hazard rescue team of area 
firefighters is now equipped 
to handle the situation, 
according to Fort Mojave 
Mesa Fire Department 
Deputy Chief Don Fisher. 
    Last week, a team of 24 
firefighters from the Fort 
Mojave Mesa Fire 
Department and the Bullhead 
City Fire Department, along 
with one firefighter from the 
Lake Havasu City Fire 
Department, participated in a 
three-day exercise that 

simulated a confined space 
rescue inside the Mesa Vista 
subdivision storm drain 
system. 
    Fisher said this type of 
exercise is beyond the reach 
of most fire departments due 
to cost, but the training was 
made possible by a $45,000 
grant from the Department of 
Homeland Security. 
    In response to an actual 
incident, a control team 
would first arrive on the scene 
for initial assessment of the 
situation while a rigging team 
set up the rescue equipment. 
    Two firefighters would 
then be lowered by rope into 
a sidewalk storm drain 
opening, assisted by a backup 
team ready to intervene in the 
event of an emergency. 
    Then the patient would be 
safely attached to a support 
device that prevents further 
injury, and lifted to the 
surface. Firefighters 
simulated the rescue using a 
life-size training mannequin. 
    Fisher said he chose the 
Mesa Vista subdivision for 
the training exercise because 

he has seen children playing 
near the washes in the area, and 
the tunnels that extend in a 1/4 
mile labyrinth in all directions 
are just big enough for a child 
to walk into. 
    "It's a real life situation that 
we may end up having to 
respond to," Fisher said. "They 
could get bit by a snake, they 
could fall, they could get lost." 
    The two departments will 
next team up for a trench and 
excavation training session at 
the end of the month, which 
will simulate a rescue in the 
event of a storm drain collapse. 
    Fisher said he has also 
applied for a $150,000 
Assistance to Firefighters 
Grant. 
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T his position covers fire district’s with a budget of $4 million or larger.  We need interested 
parties to send letters of interest and resumes to the AFDA office by Thursday, June 28th.

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T he above is not a typo.  It 
is an acronym used in 

the fire industry interpreted as 
“Wildland-Urban Interface 
Boundary”.  This is the area, 
or zone, where houses, 
structures, or other 
developments meet and 
intermingle with undeveloped 
wildland, mainly grasses, 
shrubs, and trees.  Many of 
our community members are 
living in that very area.  It is 
the main reason people 
choose to move to our 
beautiful land where they can 
enjoy some serenity and see 
nature from a very short 
distance, even their living 
room.  However, when a 
wildland fire starts up, 
tension rises and danger 
sometimes looms around the 
corner. 

    This winter season, our 
community formed a group 
called the Sonoita-Elgin 
Firewise Team (SEFT).  This 

group consisted of local 
residents, ranches, 
subdivisions, representatives 
and agencies.  The main goal 
for this group was to form a 
plan creating a boundary 
around our populated areas 
where wildland fires could 
divert around structures and 
leave homes and lives intact.  
Group members identified 
high risk areas, terrain, 
vegetation, water sources, and 
studied historical fires, 
firefighting preparedness, fire 
breaks, and evacuation routes.  
Overall, the plan suggests 
several fuel reducing projects 
to decrease the availability of 
flammable vegetation around 
inhabited areas, thus creating 
a boundary, or WUI. 

    The 100 page plans 
involved approximately 10-
months of planning and 
review by the SEFT and the 
final version was prepared by 

Logan Simpson Design Inc. 
from Tucson.  Currently, this 
plan is being reviewed for 
approval by the Santa-Cruz and 
Pima County Board of 
Supervisors and will be 
forwarded to the Arizona State 
Forester, BLM Gila Manager, 
and Coronado National Forest 
Supervisor.  

    The next phase projected in 
decreasing the chances of our 
community “going up in 
smoke” from a wildland fire is 
for the SEFT to begin 
advancing theories on how to 
attain national Firewise status, 
enabling access to grants which 
would help cover the cost of 
reducing the flammable fuels in 
our area.  For further

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S ecure the Perimeter.  On 
April seventh, SEFD 

wildland firefighters met in 
the Hidden Hills area for an 
intense day of live fire 
training.  A resident offered 
his 130-acre property as a 
training ground.  Working 
in Brush Truck Companies 
under an Incident 
Commander, the companies 
first created a blackline 
around the perimeter by 
laying a foamline and 
burning out from that.  
Another company then 
extinguished the fire when it 
had burned enough fuel to 
make a good blackline. 

    Live Fire Evolutions.  
After the perimeter was 
secure, the chief and 
training officer ignited small 
sections of grass—2-3 acres.  
Brush truck companies 
worked from the black and 

did a direct attack on the 
fire.  A typical company 
consisted of three people.  
The driver followed the 
edge of the fireline, keeping 
pace with the hose operator.  
The hose operator attacked 
the fire using a one inch 
hose spraying foam in a 
pattern along the edge.  
Another fire firefighter 
followed about 30 feet 
behind the truck with a 
flapper to catch any restarts.  
The crews swapped 
positions on each evolution 
to gain experience and to get 
the other crew member’s 
perspective.  They ran about 
10 evolutions, igniting and 
suppressing fire.  The 
training was very helpful for 
our new firefighters, Tom 
Gundy, Josh Brown, and 
Priscilla Perez who recently 
completed the forty-hour 
Basic Wildland class. 

     Team Readiness.  
Besides this training, SEFD 
has trained on brush truck 
pump operations, GPS and 
mapping, fire shelter 
deployment, and ancillary 
tasks like fence cutting and 
repair.  Crews have begun 
inspecting and inventorying 
personal gear.  Crews spent 
the winter improving the 
Brush Trucks. 
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F ire personnel are all 
familiar with the 

importance of Red Flag 
notifications, as they enhance 
situational awareness 
concerning fire prevention 
and response issues.  The 
Sedona Fire District (SFD) is 
now sharing this mindset with 
our community.  On June 1, 
2007, we instituted a Red 
Flag Program for the Sedona 
area.  This program is in-line 
with SFD’s continued efforts 
to educate our community on 
the importance of adopting 
the FireWise philosophy and 
the dangers of wildland fire.   

    SFD is in partnership with 
the City of Sedona including 
the Police Department, 
Sedona Airport, Roadrunner 
Transit Trolley, Sedona 
Chamber of Commerce, Pink 
Jeep Tours, Red Rock Jeeps, 
A Day in the West Jeeps, and 

the Sedona-Oak Creek School 
District for this program.  On 
days determined to be “Red 
Flag” because of high 
temperature, low humidity, 
and high winds, the SFD 
Regional Communications 
Center notifies SFD personnel 
and partnering agencies, via 
an e-mail, when a red flag day 
is projected to occur.  The 
partners will all then display 
red flags on their vehicles and 
buildings.  This is to alert our 
citizens to be especially 
careful regarding wildland 
fire issues. 

    At SFD, the red flags are 
proudly displayed on our 
Type I and Type III engines, 
facility flag poles, 
ambulances, and command 
vehicles, as follows: 

· A 2 x 3 red flag is placed 
on the flag pole under the 

Arizona Flag during Red 
Flag days.   This flag is 
lowered/removed once 
the red flag scenario has 
been lifted and is flown 
again on the next red flag 
day.  

· An additional 2 x 3 red 
flag is placed on the first 
due Type-I or Type-III 
engine for a given first 
due response area.   

· Small “sports-type” flags 
are placed on staff 
vehicles during red flag 
conditions.   

    The Red Flag Program is a 
strong display of community 
unity and awareness, and has 
generated a large amount of 
publicity on wildland fire 
safety.  For more information 
on the program, please 
contact Fire Chief Matt 
Shobert at 928-282-6800. 
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T he Rio Verde Fire 
District is currently in 

the process of going 
"paperless" with the program 
FH Mobile EMS which is a 
new addition to the 
FIREHOUSE Software 
system. 

     The system provides EMS 
personnel with a tool for 
capturing complete patient 
data e-PCR, real-time in the 
field. Fully-customizable 
touch screens were designed 
around our local area 
protocols using FH Action 

Plans, and other unique tools, 
also meeting the new NHTSA 
2.2 (NEMSIS) specifications. 

    Being a small department, 
budget constraints were a 
concern. This program is very 
cost efficient for us, 
especially over time. 

    In the beginning we found 
over 100 hours had to be 
dedicated to setting up the 
program to meet our specific 
EMS needs. These hours end 
up to be computer training 
hours for our Information 

Technology person as well as 
our EMS Manager. These 
hours however, will help us in 
the future to update the 
software on our own without 
the cost of bringing in a 
professional. 

    We hope to have the 
system up by July and all of 
our shifts trained by August. 
It is a learning process and we 
are excited about the 
consistency it will bring to 
our PCR forms. 
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Mayer Fire recently took 
delivery of a 2006 Crimson 
pumper. The unit is built on a 
Spartan cab, has a 1500 GPM 
pump and a 1000 gallon 
water tank. It also has a 
FoamPro 2001 system. The 
large water tank, foam and 
short wheelbase make it a 
perfect fit for the large area of 
Central Arizona served by 
Mayer Fire.

    While we’re on the topic of 
grants, the District recently 
received a grant from the

    On June 20th, Corona de 
Tucson Fire will take delivery 
of a brand new Wildland 
Urban Interface Fire Truck. 
The apparatus built by 
Rosenbauer is a four wheel 
drive International 7400 
crewcab chassis. It has a 1000 
gpm 5 stage pump, 500 gallon 
poly tank and CAFS rated at 
200cfm. The apparatus is 
NFPA1901 &1906 compliant. 
This fire truck will sever 
Corona de Tucson in many 
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ways. It will be setup as a 
Type 3 wildland truck, a first 
due structure engine as well 
as a paramedic engine with a 
full accompaniment of 
medical equipment.
